In this four-week program, four CUNY undergraduates will investigate properties of Zeta functions 

of quadratic fields. The program will take place at the CUNY Graduate Center, 365 Fifth Ave., New 

York, NY. The program consists of lectures, problem solving, and seminars. The students are ex-

pected to pick a project in the first week and submit a final report in the last week. Students will re-

ceive instruction and mentoring. 

 

Each participant will receive a stipend of $1,000. All students with some exposure to rigorous 

mathematics are welcome to apply, but one semester of complex analysis is recommended. The fol-

lowing application material should be mailed together: (1) application form (2) one letter of recom-

mendation.
